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You can appeal if Pennie
said you were ineligible
to:

« Buy a plan.
« Buy Catastrophic coverage.

« Get financial savings to help with the cost of your plan bought
through Pennie.

« Are eligible for financial savings, but you disagree with the
amount.

« Enroll or change your Pennie plan with a Special Enroliment
Period.

« Get an exemption.
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You cannot appeal if you
disagree with:

« A billing invoice received from your health insurer.

« The date your coverage ended.

Repaying financial savings used to lower your monthly premium,
after filing your federal income taxes.

A denied insurance claim.

Information listed on your 1095-A form.

How your health insurer applied your financial savings.
